v. Bolton decisions legalizing abortion through nine months of pregnancy.

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“KAIROS” MOMENTS

Our readings today speak of “Kairos” times, of God proclaiming new moments of op- |
portunity of encounter with the Divine. From Jonah, we hear of God’s summons to the
people of Nineveh to turn from evil. We hear Paul tell the church in Corinth that those
who live in Christ must avoid clinging to anything transient, as all is secondary to God.
And we hear of the beginning of Jesus’ ministry in Mark, as Jesus proclaims a moment
of both opportunity and crisis. In these passages, there are no delaying tactics, no get-
ting caught up in life’s distractions. Just a simple moment of choice. Perhaps we have
had “Kairos” moments like these, or we may be facing one now. Sometimes, amid the
complexities and uncertainties of our lives, clear choices emerge, and God asks us to
choose. And our always patient and merciful God will accompany us in our choices.

THE INAUGURATION

Mark describes the beginning of Jesus’ ministry with his proclamation that the “king-
dom of God is at hand.” The rest of Mark’s Gospel —all of Jesus’ preaching and heal-
ing, his death and resurrection —describes the inauguration of this kingdom of God.
For Mark, the life of Jesus is the center point of history, where everything leads up to
Jesus, and everything follows from Jesus. Mark then tells us that the first disciples
follow Jesus immediately and wholeheartedly. They leave their work and family, all for
Jesus. Because compared to Jesus and the life he offers, everything else is secondary.

Perhaps our invitations from God do not entail such dramatic life changes. But all
who follow Jesus are called to align our life and values with his ways of love. As we
continue to mature in love and in faith, we might ask: What needs to be renewed,
re-oriented, or discarded in light of our life in Christ?

JONAH AND NINEVEH

Jonah makes a rare appearance this week. The book of Jonah is a fascinating tale
of God, stubborn Jonah, surprising Nineveh, and the famous fish (or whale). Please
consider reading the whole book, just 48 verses, together with a good commentary.
The book is read at Jewish services at Yom Kippur, as a profound reflection about
God and about all of us.

Today’s passage takes place shortly after Jonah’s time in the fish’s belly. Jonah finally
performs the task that God asks of him, to call the people of Nineveh to repentance.
(Nineveh was notorious for its brutality.) Their sudden repentance is bitterly accept-
ed by Jonah, as he resents God’s mercy
for Nineveh. God reminds Jonah that the
people of Nineveh are God’s beloved too.
Like the parable of the Prodigal Son, the
story hints at the vastness of God’s mer-
cy, especially forgiveness of those who
seem least deserving. We are reminded
that all of us are sinners, and we are all in
need of God’s mercy.
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MOMENTOS “KAIROS”

Nuestras lecturas hablan hoy de los tiempos “Kairos”, de Dios proclamando nuevos mo-
mentos de oportunidad de encuentro con lo Divino. De Jonds, oimos de la llamada de
Dios al pueblo de Ninive para apartarse del mal. Escuchamos a Pablo decir a la iglesia de
Corinto que los que viven en Cristo deben evitar aferrarse a cualquier cosa transitoria, ya
que todo es secundario a Dios. Y oimos hablar del comienzo del ministerio de JesUs en
Marcos, como Jesus proclama un momento de oportunidad y crisis. En estos pasajes, no
hay tacticas dilatorias, no hay que quedar atrapado en las distracciones de la vida. Sélo
un simple momento de eleccién. Tal vez hemos tenido “Kairos” momentos como estos, o
podemos estar enfrentando uno ahora. A veces, en medio de las complejidades e incer-
tidumbres de nuestra vida, surgen decisiones claras, y Dios nos pide que escojamos. Y
nuestro Dios siempre paciente y misericordioso nos acompariara en nuestras decisiones.

LA INAUGURACION
Marcos describe el comienzo del ministerio de JesUs con su proclamacion de “el Reino
de Dios esta cerca”. En todo el resto del Evangelio de Marcos, toda la predicaciéon y cu-
raciones, su muerte y resurreccion, se describe la inauguracion de este Reino de Dios.
Para Marcos, la vida de JesUs es el punto central de la historia, donde todo lleva a JesUs,
y todo continua con Jesus. Luego Marcos nos dice que los primeros discipulos siguieron
a JesUs inmediatamente y de todo corazon. Ellos dejan sus trabajos y familia, todo por
Jesus. Porque comparado con JesUs y la vida que ofrece, todo lo demas es secundario.

Tal vez nuestras invitaciones de Dios no implican cambios de vida tan dramaticos. Pero
todos los que siguen a JesUs estan llamados a orientar su vida y valores con su sentido
de amor. A medida que continuamos madurando en el amor y en la fe, podriamos pre-
guntarnos: ¢ Qué necesita ser renovado, reorientado o desechado a la luz de nuestra vida
en Cristo?

JONAS Y NINIVE
Esta semana Jonds de pronto aparece de manera extrafia. El liboro de Jonas es una histo-
ria fascinante de Dios, el terco Jonas, la sorprendente Ninive y el famoso pez (o ballena).
Por favor consideren leer todo el libro completo, solo son 48 versos, y ademas un buen
comentario al libro. Los judios leen este libro durante su celebracion del Yom Kippur (el dia
mas sagrado para ellos), con una profunda reflexion sobre Dios y sobre todos nosotros.

El pasaje de hoy tiene lugar poco después de la época de Jonas en el vientre del pez. El
finalmente realiza la tarea que Dios le pide, llamar a la gente de Ninive al arrepentimiento
(Ninive era muy conocida por su brutalidad). Ese arrepentimiento repentino es aceptado
amargamente por Jonas, ya que €l resiente la misericordia de Dios para Ninive. Dios
le recuerda a Jonas que también ama a la
gente de Ninive. Como la pardbola del Hijo
Prodigo, la historia insinla la inmensidad de
la misericordia de Dios, especialmente el
perdon para aquellos que parecen menos
merecedores. Se nos recuerda que todos
somos pecadores y que todos estamos
necesitados de la misericordia de Dios.
